New home, new life, old loves.

2015 signals the return to haute couture for Saint Laurent, which abandoned this field
back in 2002. Hedi Slimane, its creative director, has created an exceptionally elegant
new collection, launched via a high visual impact campaign set in the brand’s new
headquarters: the Hotel Sénecterre, a majestic and fascinating 17th century building
designed by the architect Thomas Gobert.

Easy to remember the address, since it's also the name of the collection: 24, Rue de
I'Université, Paris. This will be the base of the new Couture House, with its tailoring
ateliers — the Frou and Tailleur studios — where the utterly top end clothes will be
made by hand, each garment numbered and signed with the new denomination
